regain control’, which was circulated to negotiators from the three
states, civil societies, the World Bank and the USA has received a
favourable response from policymakers, especially in Ethiopia and
Sudan.

Yihdego’s research on the GERD has informed political awareness
through roundtable discussions with the Nile Basin Initiative (NBI)
(Sudan) and IHE-Delft (UNESCO) as well as Senior Water Policy Analysts
involved in GERD negotiations.
