(or Night Prayer) is the final church service of the day, coming from the Christian monastic
tradition. The English word Compline is derived from the Latin completorium, meaning
‘completion’ since Compline was said or sung by clergy or those in religious orders at the
end of the working day. Sometimes referred to as the ‘goodnight prayer of the Church’,
Compline rounds off the day and prepares us for a quiet night. As the psalmist wrote: ‘I lie
down in peace and take my rest for it is in God alone that | dwell unafraid’. So for some it
is the music, for others the prayers, for others the times of reflection, that make this a
special service. You are invited to let the combination of these feed your soul during our
time together.

The Lord Almighty grant us a quiet night and a perfect end. Amen.
Our help is in the name of the Lord: who made heaven and earth.
