• 10 focus groups and 3 interviews 
• 32 people with pain and 18 stakeholders 
• Ten key impacts of chronic pain on work 

were described 
 

• Co-investigators developed draft set  
of 14 items based on the key impacts  
identified in focus groups. 

 
 

 

• Minor changes made following Delphi 
focus groups and voting workshop. 

• All items passed Delphi survey. 

 
• 919 responses from clinical,  

occupational, and general population  
samples  

• Analysis to assess item characteristics,  
construct and convergent validity, and  
test-retest reliability.
