	A graduating curriculum for the Honours degree must include 90 credit points from Level 4 courses.

	ii.
	Admission to Honours Psychology is contingent upon passing: both Level 2 theory courses (PS2017 & PS2517) with CAS minimum of 12 for each course AND both Level 2 methodology courses (PS2018 & PS2518) with CAS minimum of 12 for each course.  Only the assessment obtained at the first examination diet of each course will be considered, i.e. re-sitting to obtain a better assessment is not permitted (although where a student has a valid reason for not sitting the first examination diet, the mark obtained at a subsequent diet will be considered).

	iii.
	The Psychology Joint Honours degree is accredited by the British Psychological Society for graduate membership provided graduates have passed all the prescribed Level 3 and 4 courses and obtained an overall degree at Lower Second Class Honours or above. Candidates who have not passed all of these courses but have enough other elements in the Grade Spectrum for the award of a Joint Honours degree shall be awarded the non-accredited Joint Honours Behavioural Studies degree.

	Candidates who have not passed PS 4507 but have enough other elements in the Grade Spectrum for the award of an Honours degree shall be awarded the non-accredited Behavioural Studies degree.
