DIPLOMA IN PROFESSIONAL LEGAL PRACTICE (DPLP)
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Qualifications for Entry: Every candidate must be a graduate in law of a Scottish University or institution recognised for this purpose by the Senatus Academicus on the recommendation of the Academic Standards Committee (Postgraduate). The qualifications must in all cases include passes in Foundations of Public Law, Criminal Law, Legal System and Method, Civil Liberties, Contract, Non-Contractual Obligations, Commercial Law, Property Law, Commercial Organisations, Family Law, Trusts and Succession, Evidence, Conveyancing and Revenue Law or passes which are deemed by the Academic Standards Committee (Postgraduate) on the recommendation of the Head of the School to be equivalent.

Duration: The equivalent of one academic year of full-time study.

Content: Every candidate shall be required to attend and obtain passes in the following core courses:

Candidates may not register for any course unless their programme has been approved by their Adviser of Studies whose signature shall appear on the registration form. Any subsequent change of curriculum must likewise be authorised by the Adviser.

Assessment:  Candidates shall not be awarded a pass in any course unless they have attended the course of instruction and duly performed the work of the course.

Progression: Students will only be able to progress to electives if they have passed all of the core courses.

The Senate may on the recommendation of the Academic Standards Committee (Postgraduate) require students to discontinue attendance on classes if they persistently fail to attend or perform the work of the class or if they have not, within one year of their first registration for the Diploma, reached the prescribed standard.
