Duration:  Minimum 12 months part-time.

2. To provide timely and appropriate support in a structured manner for participants new to the profession;

3. To introduce an extended, formal and externally recognisable course of instruction available to all lecturing staff in the theory and practice of eLearning in Higher Education;
4. To foster skills, techniques and good practice in the design and delivery of eLearning in higher education.
Content:  The programme is based around a series of face to face workshops and online activities which will engage participants with the theory and practice of eLearning, and provide them with a basis to design and undertake an action research project evaluating eLearning situated in their own teaching practice.
