Candidates seeking entry to the Junior Honours programme must have accumulated, by award or
recognition, or been exempted from, at least 240 credit points at levels 1 and 2, including those
compulsory courses required to enter programme year 3.

Entry into programme year 4 from programme year 3 is dependent on performance in programme
year 3. Entry into year 4 is based on a GPA from year 3 of B2 or better. Students from any
degree programme administered by SBS who meets the entry requirements for year 4 of the MSci
and fulfils the University’s requirements for progression into Senior Honours may transfer into the
MSci programme with permission from the Head of School of SBS. Students who do not meet the
requirements for entry into year 4 of the MSci yet meet the requirements for entry into Senior
Honours may transfer into the BSc Honours programme in Biological Sciences.

Entry into programme year 5 from programme year 4 is dependent on performance in year 4 and
permission from the Head of School of SBS. Entry into year 5 is based on a GPA from year 4 of
B2 better. Students must also have passed all their courses at year 4 and gained 120 credits at
this level. Upon successful completion of year 4 students will normally progress to year 5, but will
also have the option to graduate with an honours degree rather than progress to year 5.

Degree determination will be based on marks from years 3, 4 and 5 in an equal ratio.
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
