PART TIME ROUTE 
 
This route will run over two years.  Students will take a maximum of 180 credit points over the two 
years.  Between 60 and 105 credit points must be taken in Year 1. The dissertation must be taken in 
Year 2 in addition to between 0 and 60 credit points depending on the choices made in Year 1.  
Courses taken in Year 1 cannot be taken again in Year 2. 
 
HI5915 Dissertation in Historical Studies (75 credit points) must be taken in Year 2.
