PART TIME ROUTE 
 
Students will normally study 30 credit per half session.  The above courses can be taken in either Year 
1 or Year 2, with the exception of PD5006 which must be taken in Year 1 and EC5904 which must be 
taken in Year 2. 
 
 
Assessment:  By course work, by written examination or by a combination of those, as prescribed for 
each course.  The degree of MSc shall not be awarded to a candidate who fails to achieve a CGS
