Qualifications for entry:  A degree or equivalent qualification at the prescribed standard in Nutrition, Sports Science, Biochemistry, Physiology, Medicine or a related subject.

Duration:  12 months full-time (MSc)/9 months full-time (PgDip).

Content:  The first term of the degree programme will be taught jointly with the MSc in Human Nutrition.  The second term will consist of a series of lectures, seminars, tutorials and practical work devoted specifically to sports nutrition.  Where possible, practical work will be used to illustrate the topics covered in lectures.

The degree of MSc shall not be awarded to a candidate who fails to achieve a CAS mark of 9 or above in BM 5801, irrespective of their performance in other courses:  such candidates may be awarded a Postgraduate Diploma if they have achieved the appropriate number of credits for that award.
