Only candidates who complete (1) and (2) at an appropriate standard will be allowed to progress to the final stage.  Candidates who fail to achieve the standard for progression to, or who elect not to proceed to, the final stage shall be awarded a Postgraduate Diploma if they have achieved the appropriate number of credits for that award.  The degree of MSc shall not be awarded to a candidate who fails to complete the Advanced Project at an appropriate standard (CAS mark 9 or above), irrespective of their performance in other courses.
