Qualifications for entry:  A degree or equivalent qualification and at least two years experience in a continuing professional primary care role.  (The University is not responsible for obtaining suitable professional employment.)

Duration:  3 to 5 years part-time in normal circumstances but exceptionally can be extended to 7 years.  This degree is not available full-time in Aberdeen.

Content:  All candidates shall be required to attend the following designated programme of courses:

For the Certificate:
