Qualifications for entry:  Candidates must normally possess a degree at 2.1 or above, or recognised equivalent in Anthropology, Development, Economics, Hispanic Studies, History, International Relations, Latin American Studies, Law, Politics, Sociology, or cognate disciplines.  For candidates who do not meet normal admission requirements, relevant professional experience may be taken into account.

Duration:  12 months full-time or 24 months part-time (MLitt); 9 months full-time or 18 months part-time (PgDip).

Content:
· The award of the MLitt will require successful completion of 180 credit points, including the 30 credit point core module, at least one of the two 30 credit point optional courses offered by the MLitt in Latin American Studies programme, at least 30 credit points of research skills courses, 60 credit points from a 12-15,000 words dissertation, and any remaining credit points from the electives list.

· Students on the Postgraduate Diploma will be required to gain 120 credit points, including the 30 credit point core module, at least one of the two 30 credit point optional courses offered by the MLitt in Latin American Studies programme, at least 30 credit points of research skills courses, and any remaining credits from the electives list.

Candidates may substitute any of the above elective courses with a course or courses approved as appropriate by the Programme Co-ordinator.

Assessment:  By coursework, written and oral examinations, or a combination thereof, as prescribed for each course, and by submission of a dissertation.  The degree of MLitt shall not be awarded to a candidate who fails to achieve a CAS mark of 9 or above in IR 5902/SP 5901, irrespective of their performance in other courses.

Note:  At the discretion of the Head of School, postgraduate candidates may be offered January admission to the MLitt degrees.
