Qualifications for entry:  Normally a 2.1 honours degree, where the degree is not in a literary subject area, or is of a lower grade, specimens of creating writing will be required.

Duration:  12 months full-time

Content:  The MLitt/Diploma in Creative Writing is a taught postgraduate programme designed to offer students the opportunity to develop their creativity and literary skills in a highly supportive, constructive learning environment.  It also introduces students to, and prepares them thoroughly for, the processes and challenges involved in publishing creative written work, whether poetry or prose.

The programme for both diploma and degree students consists of five taught components in creative writing (four compulsory courses, one optional, taken over two semesters).  In addition to the creative writing courses on offer, students will choose supplementary courses from a broad range of options offered by the School of Language and Literature relevant to their own creative interests.  Degree candidates will add a portfolio of creative writing (dissertation), which is prepared and written between June and September.  These amount to 180 credit points in a year for degree candidates.

Assessment:  By a combination of coursework, written and oral examinations where appropriate for each course.  The degree of MLitt shall not be awarded to a candidate who fails to achieve a CAS mark of 9 or above in EL 5906, irrespective of their performance in other courses.
