Qualifications for entry:  A Bologna First Cycle Eurobachelor Degree in Chemistry or a Chemically Related Discipline or equivalent qualification, at the prescribed standard.

Duration:  20 months full-time (MSc), 12 months full-time (PgDip).

Content:  The programme is intended to provide thorough training in advanced chemical research techniques, through course work, advanced laboratory training, workshops and tutorials, and an independent research project.  The programme will provide a Bologna Second Cycle qualification for students wishing to proceed to a third cycle degree (PhD) within the EU.

Only candidates who complete the first three half-sessions of the programme at an appropriate standard will be permitted to continue to the fourth half-session.  This decision is taken following the oral examination at the end of the summer session.  Candidates who fail to achieve the standard for progression to, or who elect not to proceed to, the final stage, will be awarded a postgraduate diploma provided they have achieved the necessary number of credits for that award (180 credit points).

Assessment:  By a combination of continuous assessment, examinations, written progress report, oral examinations, dissertation.  The degree of MSc shall not be awarded to a candidate who fails to achieve a CAS mark of 9 or above in CM 5017, irrespective of their performance in other courses.
