Qualifications for entry:  A degree, or equivalent qualification at the prescribed standard, in Geology, Geophysics or in Combined Honours.

Duration:  12 months full-time.

Content:  The programme will comprise lectures, laboratory, project and field work.  Topics will include:  Petroleum Geology; Origin and Maturation, Migration and Geochemistry of Petroleum; Reservoir Sedimentology; Petrophysics and Well Logging; Exploration Geophysics; Production Geology and Petroleum Economics.  The programme is organised as a single course: GL 50PG (180 credit points).

Assessment:  Practical work, projects and reports will be assessed continuously throughout the programme.  Examinations are held in January and April on the preceding Term’s curriculum. An oral examination will be held. Candidates will be expected to present a final report on a relevant and approved major topic.  The degree of MSc shall not be awarded to a candidate who fails to complete the final report at an appropriate standard, irrespective of their performance in other elements of assessment:  such candidates may, at the discretion of the Examiners, be awarded a Postgraduate Diploma if they have achieved the appropriate number of credits for that award.
