CERTIFICATE IN UNDERWATER MEDICINE
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Qualifications for Entry:  Every candidate for the Certificate must either:

(a)
be a graduate in Medicine of any University, or hold a qualification in Medicine of any college or faculty, whose degrees or qualifications are recognised as qualifying for registration by the General Medical Council of Great Britain; or

(b)
possess a qualification to practice medicine granted by any other body approved for this purpose by the Senatus Academicus.

In addition, candidates must provide evidence of having completed at least three years of medical practice following having become fully qualified to practice.

Duration:  Three weeks full-time study plus an equivalent period spent on project work.  The programme may be completed in modular form over a period of not more than three years.

Content:  Candidates for the Certificate shall be required to attend a three week full-time course of lectures, seminars and practical instruction in the physics, physiology and medicine of diving and the underwater environment.  The course will include instruction in those technological aspects of diving equipment and plant required for full understanding of the aetiology and management of diving medical problems.  The course will include visits to dive sites and provide opportunities to see diving in progress and to participate in demonstration of emergency management and recompression.  In addition, candidates will be expected to spend an equivalent period on project work supervised by a member of School staff, either within the School or elsewhere, which may involve practical research or a literature review leading to a project report forming a component of the final examination.

The programme of instruction comprises a single integrated course (EN 50UM) (60 credit points) consisting of an Introductory course and two Advanced course modules, which will be held approximately one month apart to enable overseas candidates to conduct project work between courses and complete the certificate in a single visit.  It is permissible for candidates to complete the courses over a longer timescale which does not exceed three years in total.

Assessment:  The assessment shall consist of three parts: (i) the submission of a project report; (ii) a multiple-choice questionnaire covering course work; (iii) an oral examination.
