Qualifications for entry: A degree in Computer Science, Engineering, Management Studies, or such other qualifications and/or                  relevant work experience, as may be approved by the Programme Director for this purpose.

Duration:  The programme is part-time and total study time for the complete programme shall be not less than three academic years and not normally more than six academic years.

The programme can be studied on a module-by-module basis either on campus or entirely by distance learning.  For those modules studies by distance learning, delivery is by the internet from the University website.  There is no requirement to attend the University when studying modules by distance learning.

Content:  The aims of the programme are (i) to provide education and training at postgraduate level for students employed either in the software industry or in a wide range of ICT-intensive industrial sectors that include sizeable software project management activities and (ii) to improve the work performance of the students by increasing their knowledge and understanding of the many topics that make up both software-centred project management.
