Candidates who satisfactorily complete the taught diploma at Merit level or above may, at the discretion of the Assessment Board, be permitted to undertake a three month period of research leading to the submission of a dissertation which, if submitted within the three month period of study and completed to the required standard, will qualify for the award of the MSc.

Assessment: By coursework and written examinations.  MSc candidates will also undertake a dissertation.  Candidates who do not achieve a CAS mark of 9 or above in the dissertation element of assessment will not be awarded the degree of MSc: such candidates will be awarded a Postgraduate Diploma if they have achieved the appropriate number of credits for that award.
