Qualifications for Entry: Either a good honours degree (2.1 or above) in Psychology or an equivalent qualification in a cognate discipline, plus acceptance for postgraduate study by the School of Psychology.

Duration: 12 months full-time (MRes); 9 months full-time (PgDip/PgCert)

Content: Candidates shall be required to attend the following designated programmes of course:-

First Half Session

PS 5002
Professional Research Skills for Postgraduate Students in Psychology (60 credit points)

Second Half Session

PS 5501
Research Techniques for Psychology Postgraduate Students (60 credit points)

Project Stage (MRes only)

*PS 5001
Research Project for Postgraduate Students in Psychology (60 credit points)

* this course runs over the whole session.

Assessment:  By a combination of written examination and course work, as prescribed for each course.  In addition, MRes candidates must submit a dissertation on their project, and may be required to undergo an oral examination. To proceed from PS 5002 to PS 5501 (and to merit a Postgraduate Certificate), satisfactory performance on PS 5002 is required.  Satisfactory performance on PS 5002 and PS 5501 is required for the award of the Postgraduate Diploma and satisfactory performance on all three modules is required for the award of the MRes.  The degree of MRes shall not be awarded to a candidate who fails to achieve a CAS mark of 9 or above in the Research Project, irrespective of their performance in other courses.
