Qualifications for entry:  A degree at 2.1 or above, or equivalent, in an appropriate discipline.

Duration:  12 months full-time or 24 months part-time (MLitt); 9 months full-time or 18 months part-time (PgDip).

Content:  Candidates undertake the following:

Unless prior proficiency can be demonstrated, HI 5005 Basic Latin (20 credit points) and HI 5503 Intermediate Latin (20 credit points), are compulsory.

Assessment:  By course work, by written examination, or by a combination of these, as prescribed for each course.  Candidates who proceed to the Master’s stage will be required to submit a dissertation on a topic agreed in advance with their supervisor.  The degree of MLitt shall not be awarded to a candidate who fails to achieve a CAS mark of 9 in HI 5903, irrespective of their performance in other courses. 

A Programme Monitoring Committee will scrutinise students’ essay marks and adjudicate on their eligibility to proceed to the dissertation, which reference to their overall abilities, particularly in their primary research field.
