	i.
	All students entering Level 3 from Level 2 will automatically be enrolled into Junior Honours year of their chosen degree, provided that they have fulfilled the University requirements for progression to Junior Honours, namely that they have achieved 240 credits at Levels 1 and 2. Any student who has not yet achieved 240 credits will be registered for a designated degree, transferring to the honours degree following successful achievement of all 240 credits. 

	ii.
	Students entry into Level 4 from Level 3 is dependent on performance in Level 3.  Entry into year 4 is based on CAS marks from year 3 such that 50% or more of the CAS marks should be >=16, and 100% of CAS marks should be >=12.  Students from any degree programme administered by SBS who meets the entry requirements for Level 4 of the MSci and fulfils the University’s requirements for progression into Senior Honours may transfer into the MSci programme with permission from the Head of School of SBS.  Students who do not meet the requirements for entry into Level 4 of the MSci yet meet the requirements for entry into Senior Honours may transfer into the BSc Honours programme in Biological Sciences.

	iii.
	Entry into Level 5 from Level 4 is dependent on performance in Level 4 and permission from the Head of School of SBS.  Entry into year 5 is based on CAS marks from year 4 such that 50% or more of the CAS marks should be >=16 and 100% of CAS marks should be >=12. Students must also have passed all their courses at Level 4 and gained 120 credits at this level. Upon successful completion of Level 4 students will normally progress to Level 5, but will also have the option to graduate with an honours degree rather than progress to Level 5.

	Degree determination will be based on marks from years 3, 4 and 5 in a ratio of 20:40:40.
