	Degree of BTh with Honours
A total of 480 Credit points is compulsory for the award of this degree, of which 120 Credit points at level 1 plus 120 Credit points at level 2 including 60 Credit points from the courses listed above. A further 240 Credit points at levels 3 and 4 are required. At least 180 of these Credit Points must be from the courses listed above or courses offered by Divinity and Religious Studies and must include the Dissertation. Candidates enrolling during or after academic year 2003/04 must achieve a minimum of 90 Credit points at level 4.
