A Postgraduate Diploma may be awarded to candidates after the May diet of examinations who have completed satisfactorily the four 30 credit courses: A Survey of Sonic Arts: History, Theory and Practice, Creative Coding and Technology, Sound Design and Processing and Electroacoustic Composition.
