Qualifications for entry: normally BDS or equivalent qualification recognised by GDC.  Access to child patients within their own dental practice.
Duration:  36 months part-time (MSc); 24 months part-time (PgDip); 12 months part-time (PgCert).
Aim:  The courses for Paediatric Dentistry have been designed with the busy Primary Care practitioner in mind to facilitate the enhancement of evidence-based clinical practice for the child patient.
Content:  The course is modular, consisting of self-contained units, offered on a part-time and year-round basis. For the Certificate and Diploma,   each course is worth  15 credits and will require attendance for three to four days to the Aberdeen Dental School; two to three of these will be at the commencement – and one day at the completion of each course.
