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Qualifications for entry:  The programme is aimed at graduates in Computer Science or those with an equivalent qualification. Our minimum entry requirement is a UK Honours degree (or an honours degree from a non-UK institution which is judged by the University to be of equivalent worth) at 2:2 (lower second) class or above.

Duration:  30 months part-time (MSc); 24 months part-time (PgDip); 9 months part-time (PgCert).

Content:  All candidates shall be required to attend the following designated programme of courses:

Stage 1 (Year One)

Students who achieve a total of 60 credit points from the above courses may be awarded the Postgraduate Certificate.

Candidates who achieve a total of 120 credit points from the above prescribed courses may be awarded the Postgraduate Diploma.

For the MSc
Only candidates who complete the taught programme at an appropriate standard will be allowed to progress to the project stage.  Candidates who fail to achieve the standard for progression to, or who elect not to proceed to, the project stage shall be awarded a Postgraduate Diploma if they have achieved the appropriate standard for that award.

Stage 3 (Year Three June to December)

MSc Project in Advanced Computing (60 credit points) 

Assessment:  By course work, by written examination or by a combination of these as prescribed for each course.  The project will be assessed by project implementation and by a dissertation.  The degree of MSc shall not be awarded to a candidate who fails to complete the project at a D3 standard or above, irrespective of their performance in other courses.
