Qualifications for entry:  Candidates will normally have a 2:1 Honours level degree or equivalent, preferably in Archaeology or a related discipline across the arts, social sciences or physical sciences.  Mature students who do not meet the normal entry requirement but who have appropriate professional experience may also be considered.
Duration:  12 months full-time or 24 months part-time (MSc); 9 months full-time or 21 months part-time (PgDip); 4 months full-time or 8 months part-time over 2 years (PgCert).

Content:  

Candidates shall be required to attend the following designated programme of courses:

Stage 1

The following compulsory course is mandatory:

Northern Worlds (30 credit points)

In addition, students will take the following core course:

Theory and Method in Research (30 credit points)

Subject to agreement, the core course can be replaced with one from a sister discipline, such as Anthropology of the North.

Stage 2

The following compulsory course in mandatory:

Northern Peoples and Culture (30 credit points)

In addition, students will take the following core course:

Advanced Archaeological Approaches (30 credit points)

Subject to agreement, the core course can be replaced with one from a sister discipline, such as Anthropology of the North.

Candidates who complete the above programme at an appropriate standard will be allowed to progress to Stage 3.

Stage 3

AY5901
Dissertation in Archaeology of the North (60 credit points)
Assessment:  By in course assessment through the presentation of a project and written material, as prescribed for each course, and by submission of a dissertation.   The degree of MSc shall not be awarded to a candidate who fails to complete the dissertation at CAS mark of 9 or above, irrespective of their performance in other courses.
