SYSTEMATIC THEOLOGY (MTh/PgDip/PgCert)

Qualifications for entry: Candidates must normally have a good upper-second or first class honours degree in Divinity, Theology, Religious Studies or the equivalent.
Duration:  12 months full-time or 24 months part-time.
Aims:  
This programme provides advanced instruction in Christian systematic theology, offering students a structured course of study in which to explore questions about the nature, tasks, and aims of the discipline; deepen their understanding of the scope and coherence of Christian teaching; analyse the development of Christian doctrine; and gain facility in the analysis of classical and contemporary theological texts. An end in its own right, the degree also aims to prepare students for further advanced research in theology. 
Content:  The three components of the degree are:

1. Two required core courses taught across the full academic session

2. Two further elective courses taken in either the first or second half-session. The following is an indicative list

3. A Dissertation of approximately 20,000 words on a topic related to the aims of the degree (60 credit points)

Regular participation in an appropriate departmental research seminar is integral to the degree programme.

Assessment:  Students must acquire 180 credit points over the course of the year. Assessment is by course work and/or written examination as prescribed for each course.  Appropriate personal supervision is arranged for the dissertation.  The degree of MTh shall not be awarded to candidates who fail to complete the dissertation at an appropriate standard, irrespective of their performance in other courses.  Such candidates may, at the discretion of the Examiners, be awarded a Postgraduate Diploma or Certificate.
