Qualifications for entry:  Entry to the programme will be restricted to those with a 2.2 honours degree or above in geology, geophysics or a cognate discipline.  Although not a pre-requisite. Most entrants to the programme will have had some experience of working in the petroleum industry.  

Duration: 12 months full-time (February to January), 9 months full-time (PgDip); 6 months (PgCert)

Content:  The programme will provide petroleum exploration training in an immersive team environment.  Teaching methods will be based on concepts of learning by doing and individual mentoring.  This will be interspersed by concentrated short courses comprising lectures, tutorials, projects and field work.

The teaching philosophy is for the trainees to learn how to explore hydrocarbons by actively exploring in a simulated environment.

Assessment: The programme is entirely assessed using in-course methods, rather than unseen written examinations.  Practical work, projects and reports will be assessed continuously throughout the programme.  Candidates will be expected to present a final individual report during GL on a relevant and approved major topic.  The MSc dissertation will be examined by the submission of a 7,500 word project report and presentation on the report.
