Only candidates who complete the programme of courses at an appropriate standard (attain a CGS grade of at least D3) will be allowed to progress to the dissertation.  The topic of the dissertation will be agreed in advance with the supervisor.
Assessment:  Courses will be assessed by course work, by examination or by a combination of these, as prescribed for each course.  The degree of MRes shall not be awarded to candidates who fail to achieve a CGS grade of D3 or above in the dissertation, irrespective of their performance in other courses.
